The Registrar’s office has informed the Academic Standards and Admissions Committee (ASAC) that you have been placed on 
Academic Warning. Students are placed on Academic Warning when either their semester or cumulative GPA is below 2.0. Please note 
that students may be both on Academic Warning and Academic Probation. Students are placed on Academic Probation if their semester 
GPA falls below the threshold to be in Good Standing. Students with 2 consecutive semesters of Academic Probation face suspension 
from the university. Please refer to the catalog for details on Academic Probation and Suspension. It is your responsibility to know if 
you are on Probation as well as Warning. A hold will be placed on your registration for the duration of your warning semester so any 
changes to your semester’s schedule will need to be completed by paper registration. 

The Academic Warning process is intended to help you identify and address the issues that led to your poor academic performance. This 
process is designed in steps to help you prepare as much information as possible for your discussions with your academic advisor. You
